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Abstract: 

This research aims to study the role of public policies in promoting social justice in 

Palestine, with a focus on the economic and social policies adopted by the Palestinian 

government. The study analyzes current policies and assesses their impact on achieving 

social justice while highlighting the challenges and obstacles to their implementation. It 

employs an analytical methodology based on a review of literature and academic sources, 

in addition to analyzing official data and statistics. The study covers key aspects such as 

poverty, unemployment, wealth distribution, educational opportunities, and healthcare 

services. Furthermore, it examines policies aimed at improving the socio-economic 

conditions of marginalized and impoverished groups. 

The findings indicate that the Palestinian government is making tangible efforts to 

achieve social justice. However, these efforts face significant challenges, including the 

Israeli occupation, internal political divisions, and economic restrictions. The study 

recommends adopting more comprehensive and equitable policies and enhancing 

cooperation between government institutions, civil society, and the private sector to 

achieve social justice objectives.
